MTC‌ ‌as‌ ‌one‌ ‌pdf‌ ‌and‌ ‌upload‌ ‌it‌ ‌on‌ ‌qco‌ ‌portal‌ ‌while‌ ‌submitting‌ ‌the‌ ‌applications.‌ ‌ 

● While‌ ‌reapplying‌ ‌against‌ ‌the‌ ‌“Technically‌ ‌Rejected”‌ ‌applications,‌ ‌applicants‌ ‌are‌‌                 
advised‌ ‌to‌ ‌address‌ ‌the‌ ‌communicated‌ ‌reasons‌ ‌for‌ ‌rejection‌ ‌properly,‌ ‌failing‌‌
