TRANSFER OF LAND BY SAIL

1890. SHRI VIJAY BAGHEL:

Will the Minister of STEEL be pleased to state:

(a) whether it is a fact that the land of Bhilai Steel Plant has been transferred to the
Chhattisgarh State Government through the 152nd and 236th board meetings of the
Steel Authority of India Limited (SAIL);

(b) whether the population of the labour colony areas has grown very rapidly from the
year 1990 till today due to which there is an extreme need for development in the basic
amenities of living, if so, the details thereof;

(c) whether it is very important to transfer the BSP-owned land of the entire settlement
area to the State Government as the general public is not able to get the benefit of the
ambitious schemes such as lease distribution, Pradhan Mantri Awas etc due to lack
of it; and

(d) the time by which it is likely to be taken by the Government to transfer the land of
the entire settlement area of dense labour colony like Navai Basti, Maroda etc. to the
Municipal Corporation Risali and the details thereof?

ANSWER

(a)to(d): The proposal for transfer of 290.26 acres and 151.46 acres of land
(which includes Navai Basti and Maroda) from Bhilai Steel Plant to State Government
was agreed in the 152" and 236" meeting of Steel Authority of India Limited(SAIL)
Board respectively.

Formalities regarding transfer of land have been completed by SAIL in
respect of the aforementioned land parcels for further action by the Government of
Chhattisgarh.
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
